AB1517 Rape Kit Backlog – has been signed by the Governor, the Sheriff’s association has removed their opposition.  Dept. of Finance put a $1 million price tag on it. There are several other issues to be worked out on using reference samples, mandatory obligations and protocol changes within Law Enforcement to move the kits from the evidence rooms to the crime labs.

SB 967 Campus Sexual Assault – has passed and will go into effect on 1/1/2015.  This legislation directs College Campuses to have the following:

O
Policies addressing Sexual Assault, Dating Violence and Stalking.

O
Policies have to be victim centered

O
Have to work with Community Based Organizations (RCCs) to provide Comprehensive Prevention.

•
AB 2545 Victims of Sexual Assault Restitution bill on military bases that states that victim’s compensation cannot be withheld based on when the assault was reported.
•
SB782 Tax check off for sexual assault funds, it is still in the queue to be placed on tax forms.
•
CALCASA is planning a Campus Conference for March 2015 that will bring Rape Crisis Centers and College Campuses together to build capacities in both fields.
•
National Sexual Assault Conference will be in Los Angeles in late August/early September 2015.
