The California Governor’s Office of Emergency Services (Cal OES) Financial Management Forms Workbook (FMFW) has been updated and is now available for completion and submission with the FY2016 HSGP application materials. Cal OES has worked diligently to incorporate a minimal amount of changes to the FMFW, while ensuring that all information needed for the Biannual Strategy Implementation Report (BSIR) and Cal OES payment processing is captured and consistently described and reported. Although changes to this version of the FMFW may appear minimal, there is a significant change in how projects must be numbered and described. Beginning with the FY2016 application, a concise project description that includes measurable outcomes must be included for all projects. This information will allow DHS / FEMA and Cal OES to more effectively measure progress of projects under the grant award as required by 2 CFR Part 200 and programmatic guidelines.

In order to allow ample time to prepare the FY2016 application, Cal OES is further extending the deadline for submission of applications. The new deadline is now set at September 30, 2016.
