III. Cal EMA Report

· Cal EMA is going through a re-organization that will fall in line with emergency response.
· Linda Bowen retired as of January 31, 2013, Janine Williams is Acting Chief of the Sexual Assault Section through June 30, 2013.
· Roseann St.Clair is the new Children’s Section Chief.
· VAWA Reauthorization just passed with no change to funds.
IV. Rape Crisis Program

· Recommendation:  To add the following language to the Service Standards for the Operations of Rape Crisis Centers:  “Client records shall be maintained in a secure location to ensure confidentiality”.  The SAC believe this language is important and should be conveyed to the Rape Crisis Centers; however, did not feel that the Service Standards was the place for this language due to the change not being vetted through the field.  The SAC asked Cal EMA to include this language in the RC RFA and create a checking mechanism, for example, site visits or a signature.
Cal CASA offered to add some training to their trainings around confidentiality.

· Sexually Oriented Business Legislation:  The original bill, AB2441 died; however, Cal CASA has re-introduced this bill and it is now called the Sexual Assault Victim Equity (SAVE) Act, SB 782.  This bill will tax patrons at strip clubs that serve alcohol.  In 2010 the Texas Supreme Court upheld the constitutionality of this bill.  Cal CASA has monitored what happened in Texas and based on that status felt like this bill can be revenue generating for California.  CalCASA has reframed this bill to be about Sexual Assault Services getting away from referring to it as the “Pole Tax”.  This bill will be referred to as the SAVE Act.  The hop is that the revenue that will be generated from this bill will create a new stream of funds for the Rape Crisis Centers.  Nancy O’Malley and DeSaulnier are co-sponsors on this bill; projected annual revenue is $35 million.  The SAVE Act will be enforced by the Board of Equalization and funding will run through Cal EMA.  The SAVE Act will also address the Human Trafficking aspect that happens in strip clubs as it pertains to sexual assault and exploitation.
V. CDAA Report

· As of July 1, 2013, the District Attorney’s Offices will assume jurisdiction for parole revocation.  This will put a significant burden on local DAs, per AB109.  The county of Napa is particularly concerned about the victim witness centers when these hearings happen, Marcy’s Law will come into play.  The county of Napa will be adding an advocate to handle the additional workload.
· SB59 was in hearing this week.  This legislation changes or corrects rape by fraud. (Someone impersonating a husband).  Some language may not be inclusive enough but CDAA will support legislation with proper language.  AB65 is a parallel bill that was introduced last year.

· The National Sexual Assault Conference will be held August 28-30, 2013 in Hollywood, CA at the Loews Hollywood Hotel.  Cal CASA is anticipating 1200 participants.  CDC will host an Rape Prevention Education Training for all of their constituents at this conference.  Cal CASA is looking to host training for prosecutors, have 105 workshops and maybe some mini-tracks that will focus on prosecutors, military, and LGBT.  Cal CASA is looking for additional sponsors.  Registration will be open in June.  Cal CASA is looking for additional hotels and will be utilizing a lot of Social Media around the theme of the conference; “Inspire a Movement, Invest in Change, IMAGINE...”  A question was asked if funders will be part of this conference, since this is a national conference they may not be, but there will be a conversation about it.
· The Executive Director Training for all Rape Crisis Centers is on May 28th and 29th.
· A policy paper was released in January that discussed the SAVE Act and Violence Against Women issues.  SB540 is supported by Cal CASA.  SB107, SB59, and AB65 are supported in concept and hope to be part of any revisions.  SB400 is sponsored by Cal CASA, this legislation is about employment protection for sexual assault survivors.
· All SAC committee members and Cal EMA staff are invited to Denim Day at the Capital on Wednesday, April 24, 2013 from 10:00-11:00 a.m., materials will be sent to the RCCs.
VII. Miscellaneous

· SAC Member roster: corrections were requested and made.  Clarifications on positions were clarified.  Bill Green is Chair, Ellen Yin-Wycoff is Co-Chair and there is currently not a Member at Large. 

· SAC Member recruitment:  The SAC has 3 vacancies that need to be filled 2 DAs and 1 Public Defender.  Janine will work on recruitment and contact the Commission on the Status of Women to gain an update on the status of members that they appoint to the SAC.  Joyce Dudley of Santa Barbara was suggested as a likely candidate for one of the DA positions.  Janine will follow up.
· Elections – Although elections usually take place in December, due to lack of candidates, elections did not take place.  Elections will be discussed at future meetings.
·  SAC 2013 Meeting Schedule – CDAA asked if the September date can be changed due to training at CDAA on that date.  Bill, said to check back with Suzanne because that training may not be taking place.  
· Juvenile Sex Workers – Sparky Harlan introduced the discussion around whether Juvenile sex workers should be locked up in juvenile hall.  Legislation in other states where they de-criminalized juvenile prostitution.  Sparky would like to work with Ellen on what is the best practice.  Ellen agreed that this is a conversation that can be had and maybe some training.  Anthony added that there are no mental health services in Sacramento for youth girls in juvenile hall for prostitution.  Victoria added that Child Advocacy Centers are a resource for this subject; however, there are no placement options that can fully protect the children in these situations.  The SAC committee members agreed to continue to have this conversation and be resources to each other.
