This resource guide was prepared to provide information for assistance with recovery of historic resources following wildfire disasters.  1	qa

Plumas County representatives provided information on specific properties in the community of Greenville, which may be considered historic under certain criteria.  Generally, there are fewer funding opportunities for privately owned, properties not listed on the National Register of Historic Places or the California Register of Historical Resources; however, this guide attempts to provide resources for sites listed within these databases but also considered otherwise historic (e.g., through local programs as part of historic districts, etc.). 
Plumas County representative have identified five properties in downtown Greenville with standing architectural features that have been toured by CalOES representatives:

Masonic Hall - 204 Main Street (Assessor’s Parcel Number [APN] 110-061-013) – locally designated Historic Building #27 (per Plumas County General Plan)
Way Station - 224 Main Street (APN 110-061-008)
Sierra Lodge (Hotel) - 303 Main Street (APN 110-063-017)
Salon - 213 Main Street (APN 110-110-007)
Plumas County Sheriff Substation - 115 SE Ann Street (APN 110-110-010)

Of the 5 properties, the Masonic Hall is the only building locally designated as a Historic Building #27 in the General Plan. None were found to be on state or federal historic registers.  Some of the General Plan designated Historical Areas have Board-adopted historic area guidelines; however, the Greenville Historic Area has not developed such guidelines to-date.  A map is being prepared, noting the 5 properties, and will be added to if additional damaged historic sites are identified in the fire footprint.   
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	Community Development Block Grant (CDBG)

	Application Deadline
	Will open in 2022; periodically check website.

	Program Description
	CDBG funds are provided as grants to non-entitlement jurisdictions. Grants can vary based on annual allocations and activity limits. Must address one of three national objectives:
1. Benefit to low- and moderate-income persons
2. Aid in the prevention or elimination of slums and blight, or
3. To meet an urgent need
Linking Historic Preservation to CDBG grant funding:
Requirements: Assisted preservation activities, like all CDBG activity, must meet the primary objective of Title I: "the development of viable urban communities, by providing decent housing and a suitable living environment and expanding economic opportunities, principally for persons of low-and moderate-income" (Section 101(c)). 	Non-entitlement jurisdictions [cities with populations under 50,000 and counties with populations under 200,000 in unincorporated areas that do not participate in the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) CDBG entitlement program]; non-federally recognized Native American communities; and, Colonia as defined by the National Affordable Housing Act of 1990.

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	Historic Preservation Fund- Save America’s Treasures (SAT) Preservation

	Application Deadline
	12/14/2021: Electronically submitted applications must be submitted no later than 11:59 PM EST, on the listed application due date.

	Program Description
	Save America’s Treasures (SAT) grants from the Historic Preservation Fund provide preservation and/or conservation assistance to nationally significant historic properties and collections. Grants are awarded through a competitive process and require a dollar-for-dollar, non-Federal match, which can be cash or documented in-kind. The grant program is administered by the National Park Service (NPS) in partnership with the National Endowment for the Arts, the National Endowment for the Humanities, and the Institute of Museum and Library Services. There are separate opportunities for preservation and collections projects. The preservation opportunity can be found under opportunity number P21AS00433. The collections opportunity can be found under opportunity Number P21AS00434.FY2021 Public Law 116-260 provides $25 million for the SAT Grant Program.

	Eligibility
	Eligible Applicants: Native American tribal organizations (other than Federally recognized tribal governments) Public and State controlled institutions of higher education nonprofits that do not have a 501(c)(3) status with the Internal Revenue Service (IRS), other than institutions of higher education Independent school districts Native American tribal governments (Federally recognized) nonprofits having a 501(c)(3) status with the IRS, other than institutions of higher education, County governments, Special district governments, State governments, City or township governments.

Additional Information: Federal agencies funded by the Department of the Interior and Related Agencies Appropriations Act, with the exception of the NPS. Grants will not be available for work on sites or collections owned by the NPS. Other federal agencies collaborating with a nonprofit partner to preserve the historic properties or collections owned by the federal agency may submit applications through the nonprofit partner. Federally-recognized Indian Tribes, Alaska Natives, and Native Hawaiian Organizations, as defined by 54 USC § 300300.

	Application Deadline
	12/1/2021: Electronically submitted applications must be submitted no later than 11:59 PM, ET on the listed application due date. Applicants are held responsible for their proposals being submitted to the NPS. Applications must be received by the date above. Applicants are encouraged to submit the application well before the deadline. Application preparation time may take several weeks. Start the application process as soon as possible. Applications received after the deadline will not be reviewed or considered for award.  If it is determined that a proposal was not considered due to lateness, the applicant will be notified after the selection process.

	Program Description
	The NPS’s History of Equal Rights Grant Program (HER) will preserve sites related to the struggle of all Americans to achieve equal rights. HER grants are funded by the Historic Preservation Fund, administered by the NPS, and will fund a broad range of preservation projects for historic sites, including: architectural services, historic structure reports, preservation plans, and physical preservation to structures. Grants are awarded through a competitive process and do not require non-Federal match. The HER opportunity number is P21AS00430.There are separate funding announcements for African American Civil Rights physical preservation projects and for historical research/documentation projects. Funding announcement P21AS00431 is for physical preservation of African American historic sites only; P21AS00432 is for African American historical research/documentation projects only. Ensure you apply under the correct opportunity number for your project.

	Eligibility
	Eligible Applicants: Special district governments, State governments, Native American tribal governments (Federally recognized), nonprofits having a 501(c)(3) status with the IRS, other than institutions of higher education, Public and State controlled institutions of higher education, Private institutions of higher education, City or township governments, Native American tribal organizations (other than Federally recognized tribal governments)
Independent school districts, County governments, nonprofits that do not have a 501(c)(3) status with the IRS, other than institutions of higher education

Additional Information: Eligible applicants are State governments, local governments, nonprofits, educational institutions, and Federally Recognized Indian Tribes, Alaskan Natives, and Native Hawaiian Organizations as defined by 54 USC 300300. Grants are not available for sites or collections owned by the NPS.

	Application Deadline

	Program Description
	Grants from National Trust Preservation Funds are intended to encourage preservation at the local level by supporting on-going preservation work and by providing seed money for preservation projects. These grants help stimulate public discussion, enable local groups to gain the technical expertise needed for preservation projects, introduce the public to preservation concepts and techniques, and encourage financial participation by the private sector.

	Eligibility
	Applicants must be either a public agency, 501(c) (3), or other nonprofit organization to be considered eligible.
Only Organizational Level Forum members or Main Street America members of the National Trust are eligible to receive funding from the National Trust Preservation Fund. Organizations do not need to have an active Forum membership to apply for a grant, but selected grantees will be required to become members prior to the release of funds. To learn more about Forum and to join today, visit our website. 
Applicants must be capable of matching the grant amount on a one-to-one basis. Due to the economic impacts caused by COVID-19, the National Trust is temporarily changing its matching fund requirement and allowing for both cash and in-kind donations to count toward the one-to-one required match.

	Application Process
	You will need the following items as part of your Preservation Funds application:
· Up to four digital images of high quality (300 dpi) with caption and credit information.
· A list of the applicant's current board of directors (nonprofit organizations).
· Applicant's Internal Revenue Service determination letter of tax-exempt status. If tax-exempt status has not been fully approved by the IRS, please provide evidence of filing for certification and letter of opinion from an attorney concerning the applicant's tax status (nonprofit organizations).
· Resume of consultant for project (if the consultant has been chosen) or resume(s) of staff who will be implementing the project.
· Resume of personnel administering project.
· Up to three letters of endorsement.
· Letter of consent from property owner (if applicant does not own property).
· Completed National Trust Preservation Funds application, which includes a budget section that outlines proposed expenses and revenue for the project.
