The Local Disaster Recovery Framework / Long-Term Recovery Plan serves as a strategic blueprint for
communities in the aftermath of a disaster. They establish a framework for colllaboration among local
agencies, governments, and community stakeholders as part of a coordinated recovery effort. 

The Long-Term Recovery Plan template is a comprehensive document designed to outline strategies
and actions for sustained recovery after a significant disaster. The template aims to provide a
structured framework for community leaders and stakeholders to navigate the complexities of recovery
and foster resilient rebuilding.

USDA Rural Development, Rural Home Repair Loans and Grants help rural residents impacted by a
disaster to apply for funding that can assist with disaster-related home repairs. The pilot program was
initiated with the Ferndale Earthquake and has since been a valuable resource.

Public Assistance Recovery Operations

The Public Assistance Program provides financial
assistance to state, local, and tribal governments, as
well as non-profit organizations, following a federally
declared disaster or emergency. The assistance aims
to help those entities recover from the impacts of the
disaster or emergency. The program is guided to help

those entities with disaster funding the repair,
replacement, or restoration of damaged public

infrastructure or facilities. 

The Recovery Debris Operations and Management
Division handles the planning, coordination, and

execution of debris removal efforts in the aftermath of
a disaster or emergency. This division is responsible for

efficiently and safely clearing and managing the
removal of debris/tree removal and supporting the
affected jurisdictions before and after the disaster.

The California Building Resilience Infrastructure and Communities (BRIC) program is a state-level initiative aimed at enhancing the
resilience of communities and infrastructure in California. It focuses on reducing the risk of damage and loss from natural disasters. The
program provides funding opportunities for eligible projects that contribute to building stronger, more resilient communities in the face of
environmental challenges. 

The Hazard Mitigation Program is a strategic initiative designed to minimize the impact of natural disasters on communities. Through
this program, governments and organizations implement preventatives to reduce the vulnerability of people and property to hazards
like floods hurricanes and earthquakes.

As part of the State of California’s effort to strengthen community-wide resilience against wildfires, the California Governor’s Office of
Emergency Services (Cal OES) has partnered with the California Department of Forestry and Fire Protection (CAL FIRE) to develop
a state home hardening initiative to retrofit, harden, and create defensible space for homes at high risk to wildfires, focusing on high
socially-vulnerability communities and providing financial assistance for low- and moderate-income households.

Flood mitigation Assistance is a vital program dedicated to minimizing the impact of flooding on communities. Through strategic planning
and project implementation, this initiative focuses on reducing the risk of flood-related damages to infrastructure and homes. The
program is able to provide financial support for effective mitigation measures and aims to enhance community resilience and safeguard
against devastating floods. 

Prepare California is a comprehensive initiative focused on enhancing community resilience and readiness for emergencies and
disasters. The program encompasses a range of resources for individuals to prepare for various hazards such as earthquakes, wildfire, and
floods. Prepare California aims to reduce long-term risks from natural disasters by fostering a culture of preparedness and to empower
residents to take proactive steps in safeguarding their lives and property during times of crisis. 

FEMA Hazard Mitigation Assistance (HMA) Program & Policy Guide
