WHEREAS, on , 2020, the following parties entered into an agreement called the 
Agreement for Local Government Fire and Emergency Assistance to the State of California 
and Federal Fire Agencies (hereinafter referred to as the California Fire Assistance Agreement, 
CFAA or the Agreement) between, California Governor’s Office of Emergency Services
