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Fortinet FortiSIEM OS Command Injection Vulnerability 
 

 

The California Cybersecurity Integration Center (Cal-CSIC) has identified a 
critical OS command injection vulnerability in impacting multiple versions of 
Fortinet FortiSIEM appliances. CVE-2025-64155 carries a CVSS 3.1 score of 9.8.1 
Successful exploitation of this vulnerability allows a remote, unauthenticated 
attacker to execute arbitrary commands or write files to the system via crafted 
TCP requests. This can lead to full administrative control of the FortiSIEM 
appliance and privilege escalation to the root user, compromising the integrity 
and confidentiality of an entire system.   

CVE-2025-64155 is not currently known to be exploited in the wild or as a zero-
day, but there is weaponized code publicly available. The vendor has issued a 
security advisory with patching and workaround instructions.2 

The Cal-CSIC recommends immediately following the vendor’s guidance in 
mitigation and remediation, to include immediate patching. If immediate 
patching is delayed, please follow the vendor’s guidance for workarounds.
