D. ELIGIBILITY
To be eligible to receive funds, the entity must:

1.

Program Description

The purpose of the AT Program is to provide comprehensive
psychotherapy services to children victimized by abuse and/or
neglect. Psychotherapy services for family members and/or caregivers
of child victims are also available to help with the freatment of the
child.

The AT Program is designed to fund child abuse treatment agencies in
California. Funds for the AT Program must be used to enhance existing
services for child victims of crime and/or child abuse and/or neglect.
Psychotherapy services should be provided by the most qualified
clinicians who have applicable education and experience working
with this population. Family therapy is also available for family members
of abused/neglected children as part of the child’s freatment.

Program Components
a. Clients to be Served

The Subrecipient must provide the following free comprehensive
treatment services to child victims and secondary victims, such as
minor siblings:

Psychotherapy and/or culturally-centered therapy

Crisis Intfervention

Group Counseling

Case management

If there is any finding in a background check, the individual
cannot provide services through the AT Program unless the
Subrecipient requests a waiver and receives written approval from
Cal OES. The waiver must be on letterhead and include the
following: the name of the individual, a description of how this
position interacts with clients, the conviction and penal code, and
how this person’s conviction will not interfere with the safety of
clients who come in contact with this person.

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d. Mandatory Training of Staff and Volunteers

Subrecipients must ensure staff and volunteers working with child
victims are appropriately frained prior to providing services.

Trainings must include, but not be limited to, the following training
topics:

e. Operational Agreements/Second Tier Subawards

An Operational Agreement (OA) with the local Victim/Witness
Assistance Center is required. An OA is a formal agreement,
without the exchange of money, between an implementing
agency and one or more participating agencies. A Second Tier
Subaward is a formal agreement that includes the exchange of
money between an implementing agency and a participating
agency to further the goals of the project.

3. Regional Training

The VS Branch will be holding regional grants management training
during the Grant Subaward performance period. Anficipated locations
include: Sacramento, Redding, San Jose, Los Angeles, and San Diego.

Projects previously funded by Cal OES will be reviewed for poor past
compliance, including fiscal management, progress and annual
reports, audit reports, and other relevant documentation or
information.

3. Notification Process
The Authorized Signer (designated on the Grant Subaward Face Sheet)

Once selected for funding, Cal OES may require additional
documentation to finalize the Grant Subaward Application package.
The Program Specialist identified in your Award Letter can provide
technical assistance in completing these components.

Grant Subaward

A copy of the executed Grant Subaward and pertinent attachments
will be sent to the Project Director. The Applicant is not authorized to
incur costs against the grant until a copy of the fully executed Grant
Subaward is received. When the executed grant is received, a Report
of Expenditures and Request for Funds (Cal OES 2-201) may be
submitted for reimbursement.

a. Grant Subaward Conditions

Cal OES may add Grant Subaward Conditions to the Grant
Subaward prior to or after funding. If conditions are added, these
will be discussed with the Applicant/Subrecipient and a copy of
the conditions will be sent to the Subrecipient when the conditions
are made part of the Grant Subaward.

b. Grant Subaward Amounts

When the amount of funds available is limited, Cal OES may
reduce the amount of the Grant Subaward from the amount
requested by the Applicant. In addition, Cal OES reserves the right
to negotiate budgetary changes with the Applicant prior to
executing the Grant Subaward. If either of these actions is
required, Cal OES will notify the Applicant prior to executing the
Grant Subaward.
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3. Standard Project Funding Authority

Allocation of funds is contingent on the enactment of the State Budget.
Cal OES does not have the authority to disburse funds unftil the Budget
is passed and the Grant Subaward is fully executed. Expenditures
incurred prior to authorization are made at the Subrecipient’s own risk
and may be disallowed. Cal OES employees are not able to authorize
an Applicant to incur expenses or financial obligations prior to the
execution of a Grant Subaward. However, once the Grant Subaward is
finalized the Subrecipient may claim reimbursement for expenses
incurred on, or subsequent to, the start of the Grant Subaward
performance period.

If, during the term of the Grant Subaward, the state and/or federal
funds appropriated for the purposes of the Grant Subaward are
reduced or eliminated by the California Legislature or the United States
Government, or in the event revenues are not collected at the level
appropriated, Cal OES may immediately terminate or reduce the
Grant Subaward by written notice to the Subrecipient.

Cal OES Grant Subawards are subject to applicable restrictions,
limitations, or conditions enacted by the California Legislature and/or
the United States Government, subsequent to the execution of the
Grant Subaward.
