G. PROGRAMMATIC INFORMATION
1.  Programmatic Description
The purpose of the KT Program is to provide tfrauma-informed,
culturally-sensitive services to victims of crime and educate the greater

tribal community on the process of the tribal court system.

Tribal Court Advocates work with tribes to strengthen their own courts.
Tribal Courts are strengthened by establishing professionally-trained,
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culturally-centered Tribal Court Advocates. Tribal Court Advocates are
committed to honoring tribal law and governance while maintaining
the traditional process of respect, representational duty, and ethics.
Best practices require a collaborative, multi-disciplinary, and culturally-
responsive tfeam to promote community wellness and healing.

2. Programmatic Components

a.

Crisis Infervention

Subrecipients must contfinue to provide immediate, short-term
emotional and physical care for victims. Tribal Court Advocates
must provide this service in person and via telephone. Crisis
intervention services include, but are not limited to, the following:

e  Accompanying victims to hospitals for medical examinations.

. Clothing and transportation.

e Emergency food.

. Emergency legal assistance for filing restraining or protective
orders, obtaining emergency custody orders and visitation
rights.

. Emergency shelter.

. Hotline services.

e Short term (up to 45 days) in-home care and supervision for
children who remain in their home when the

offender/caregiver is removed.

. Windows, door, and lock repair and replacement, and other
repair mainfenances necessary fo ensure the victims' safety.

Financial Assistance for Victims

Subrecipients must provide emergency assistance directly or
indirectly to victims by providing clothing, food, housing, and
when necessary, cash. Suppose funds are provided directly to a
victims. In that case, the Subrecipients must follow the procedure
outlined for Petty Cash Victim Fund, per SRH Section 4.040.
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c. Tribal Court System Assistance
Subrecipients must assist victims to understand and participate in
the tribal court system. Services to be provided may include, but
are not limited to, the following:

e Accompaniment services (supporting victims by being
physically present during meetings or appointments).

e Advocacy on behalf of the victims.

. Assistance in recovering property that was retained as
evidence.

° Assistance in restitution on behalf of crime victims.
. Assistance with Victim Impact Statements.

. Facilitate participation in tribal court proceedings (e.g.,
criminal, domestic relations, juvenile, etc.).

) Interpretation services for victims.

. Legal assistance services (arising as a direct result of the
victimization).

. Notification of court dates (e.g., trials dates, case disposition,
incarceration, and hearings).

. Transportations, meals, and lodgings to ensure witness
participation.

d. Referrals to Existing Community Resources

Subrecipients must have knowledge of local community resources
and connect victims to these resources as appropriate. A referral
resource list must be developed, maintained, and regularly
updated.
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e. Outreach

Subrecipients must consult with the community members to
develop a plan to meaningfully conduct outreach to increase
access to services and inform victims of their rights. This may
include the preparation, publication, and distribution of
informational materials.

f.  Staff

Subrecipients must commit to a minimum of one full-time Tribal
Court Advocate to provide direct services to victims and
coordinate outreach efforts. Subrecipients are encouraged to
recruit staff that culturally reflect the identified victim population.
All grant assigned personnel, either full-time or part-time (paid
and/or volunteer), must utilize functional timesheets, recording
hours, and grant-related activities.

g. Community Coordination
Subrecipients must establish themselves as an active participant in
the social services network to coordinate efforts to aid victims with
services (e.g., participating in local task forces, commissions,
working groups, coalitions, and/or multi-disciplinary teams).

h. Assistance with California Victim Compensation Board Claims
Subrecipients are strongly encouraged to assist victims with
applying for compensation benefits through the California Victim
Compensation Board. Activities may include:

e Advising of the availability of such benefits.

e  Assisting with application forms and understanding
procedures.

. Obtaining necessary documentation to support the claim.
. Monitoring claim status.

Subrecipients are also strongly encouraged to allocate funds for
tablets or mobile communication devices and cellular service to
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swiftly facilitate the on-line application process in the office orin
the field.

[ California Victims Resource Center

Subrecipients are strongly encouraged to utilize the California
Victims Resource Center (CVRC) when assisting victims.

At the CVRC, Pacific McGeorge School of Law students and
attorneys provide victims, their families, and service providers with
information about victims’ legal rights in the criminal and civil
justice systems and provide tailored resource referrals. Upon
request, the CVRC provides publications on victims' rights, legal
research on victims’ rights to service providers, and educational
presentations.

Services are free and can be accessed through the CVRC's
confidential, toll-free hotline: 1-800-VICTIMS (842-8467), or through
the www.1800victims.org website.

j.  Operational Agreements/Second-Tier Subawards

Although not required by the KT Program, Subrecipients may
choose to enter info an Operational Agreement (OA) and/or a
Second-Tier Subaward with one or more participating agencies to
assist with the implementation of their Grant Subawards.

An OA is a formal agreement, without the exchange of money,
between an implementing agency and one or more participating
agencies (SRH Section 7.005).

b. Office for Victims of Crime (OVC) Reports

There are two, on-line OVC reports Subrecipients will also need to
complete:

1)  Subgrant Award Report (SAR)

This on-line report must be completed by both the
Subrecipient and Cal OES within 90 days of the beginning of
the Grant Subaward performance period. Cal OES will initiate
access and the Subrecipient will have 60 days to complete
the remainder of the report in the OVC Performance
Measurement Tool. Then, Cal OES will have 30 days to either
approve the SAR, or work with the Subrecipient on
corrections, and then approve the SAR.

2) Subgrantee Report

Subrecipients receiving Victims of Crime Act funds must
complete this report no later than two weeks following the
end of each federal fiscal year quarter. Subrecipients will
report data directly into the OVC PMT database no later than
the due dates listed, unless otherwise instructed by your
Program Specialist.

SUBRECIPIENT HANDBOOK

Applicants are strongly encouraged to review the SRH. The SRH outlines the
terms and conditions that apply to Cal OES VS Branch Grant Subawards
and provides helpful information for developing an application, including a
Glossary of Terms.

APPLICATION FORMS

The Applicant must use the forms provided on our website. The forms must
be printed on plain white 82" x 11" paper and single sided. Applicants may
not alter the formatting of any forms, including the Grant Subaward
Programmatic Narrative (Cal OES Form 2-108) - with a revision date of
4/2021 or later - and the Grant Subaward Budget Narrative (Cal OES Form
2-107) - with a revision date of 4/2021 or later.

Applicants must complete and submit all required forms. All forms have
written instructions. General information regarding each form is below. The
Checklist in Part lll is included to ensure Applicants submit all required
components.

1.  Grant Subaward Face Sheet (Cal OES Form 2-101)

This form is the title page of the Grant Subaward that is signed by the
Official Designee (SRH Section 3.030) and the Cal OES Director (or
designee).

2. Grant Subaward Contact Information (Cal OES Form 2-102)
This form provides Cal OES with contact information for all relevant

Subrecipient personnel. Information for each individual should be
direct contact information.
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3. Grant Subaward Signature Authorization (Cal OES Form 2-103)

This form provides Cal OES with signatures of authorized signers and
who they authorize to sign on their behalf for all Grant Subaward-
related matters.

4.  Grant Subaward Certification of Assurance of Compliance & VOCA
Federal Fund Grant Subaward Assurances (Cal OES Forms 2-104 &
2-109q)

These forms are a binding affrmation that the Subrecipient will comply
with the following regulations and restrictions:

State and federal civil rights laws

Drug Free Workplace Act of 1990

California Environmental Quality Act

Federal grant fund requirements

Lobbying restrictions

Debarment and Suspension requirements

Proof of Authority documentation from the city council/governing
board

Subrecipients may be asked to sign and submit an updated VOCA
Federal Fund Grant Subaward Assurances (Cal OES Form

2-109a) once in Grant Subaward. Every year, Cal OES updates the
VOCA Federal Fund Grant Subaward Assurances (Cal OES Form
2-1090) to ensure that any new conditions placed upon the federal
award are passed down to Subrecipients. Subrecipients will be notified
if this change is needed.

5. Grant Subaward Budget Pages (Cal OES Form 2-106a)

This form demonstrates how the Applicant will implement the proposed
plan with the funds available through this Program. This is the basis for
management, fiscal review, and audit. Grant Subaward Budget Pages
(Cal OES Form 2-106a) are subject to Cal OES modifications and
approval. Failure of the Applicant to include required items does not
eliminate responsibility o comply with those requirements during the
implementation of the Grant Subaward.

The Grant Subaward Budget Pages (Cal OES Form 2-1060Q)
automatically calculate the subtotal at the end of each budget
category and provide the total of the three spreadsheets at the
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bottom of the Equipment Costs page. Applicants may add additional
columns to the Grant Subaward Budget Pages (Cal OES Form
2-106a) when necessary.

Cal OES requires the Applicant to develop a line-item budget that
includes a calculation and justification in the left column for all costs.

The Grant Subaward Budget Pages (Cal OES Form 2-106a) should:
. Cover the entire Grant Subaward performance period.

e Include costs related to the objectives and activities of the Grant
Subaward.

e Strictly adhere to required and prohibited costs.

. Include costs in the correct category (i.e., Personnel Costs,
Operating Costs, and Equipment Costs — see below).

Include only those items to be covered by Grant Subaward funds,
including match funds, when applicable. Applicants may supplement
Grant Subaward funds with funds from other sources. However, since
approved line items are subject to audit, Applicants should not include
on the Grant Subaward Budget Pages (Cal OES 2-106a) matching
funds (if applicable) in excess of the required match.

a. Personnel Costs — Salaries/Employee Benefits
1)  Salaries

Personnel includes Grant Subaward services performed by
staff directly employed by the Applicant (not a contract or
Participating Agency) and must be identified by position,
cost, and time spent on allowable activities for the Grant
Subaward (e.g., Clerical Staff @ $20/hour x 980 hours; or
Victim Advocate @ $3,500/month x 12 months x .50 FTE).
Personnel may be salaried or hourly, full-time or part-time
positions. Sick leave, vacation, holidays, overtime, and shift
differentials must also be allocated as a part of salaries. If the
Applicant’s personnel have accrued sick leave or vacation
time prior to the approval the Grant Subaward, they may not
take time off using Grant Subaward funds.
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2)

Benefits

Employee benefits must be identified by type and
percentage of salaries. The Applicant may use fixed
percentages of salaries to calculate benefits. Allocated
benefits cannot exceed those already established by the
Applicant.

Employer contributions or costs for social security, employee
life and health insurance plans, unemployment insurance,
and/or pension plans are allowable. Benefits, such as uniforms
or California Bar Association dues are allowable if negotiated
as a part of an employee benefit package.

A line item is required for each different position/classification,
but not for each individual employee. If several people will be
employed full-time or part-time in the same
position/classification, provide the number of full-time
equivalents (e.g., three half-time clerical personnel should be
itemized as 1.5 clerical positions).

Additional information on Personnel Costs can be found in
SRH Part 3.

b. Operating Costs

Operating costs are defined as necessary expenditures other than
personnel salaries, benefits, and equipment. The costs must be
Grant Subaward-related (i.e., to further the Program objectives as
defined in the Grant Subaward) and be encumbered during the
Grant Subaward performance period.

c. Equipment Costs

Equipment is defined as nonexpendable tangible personal
property having a useful life of more than one year and a cost of
$5,000 or more per unit (excluding tax).

A line item is required for different types of equipment, but noft for
each specific piece of equipment (e.g., three copy machines
must be one line item, not three).

6. Grant Subaward Budget Narrative (Cal OES Form 2-107)
