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The incident action planning
process and IAPs are central to
managing incidents. The incident
action planning process helps
synchronize operations and ensure
that they support incident
objectives. Incident action
planning is more than producing an
IAP and completing forms—it
provides a consistent rhythm and
structure to incident management.
