The Public Assistance (PA) Grant Program is
FEMA’s primary form of financial assistance for
state and local governments. The PA Program
provides grant assistance for many eligible
purposes, including: (1) Emergency work,
removal of debris and emergency protective
measures; (2) Permanent work, which provides
for the repair, replacement, or restoration of
disaster-damaged, publicly owned facilities and
facilities of certain private nonprofit
organizations; (3) Management costs which
reimburse applicant’s administrative expenses.

For the December wildfires, Santa Barbara
County and Ventura County are eligible for PA.

The federal government provides a minimum of 75%
of the cost of eligible assistance. The application
period is announced at the time of the disaster
declaration.

Funds are
awarded to eligible agencies based on the
demonstrated costs of responding to and/or
recovering from an emergency or major disaster.
Funds may also be awarded to affected agencies for
projects that improve the resiliency of public
transportation assets and infrastructure to future
emergencies or disasters.

There is
no matching requirement. There is no time
limitation on the assistance, but the normal term of
a loan is five years.
