Congress may appropriate additional
funding for the CDBG and HOME programs as
Disaster Recovery grants to rebuild the affected
areas and provide crucial seed money to start the
recovery process.

Disaster Recovery grants often supplement
disaster programs of the FEMA, the SBA, and the
USACE.

States, local governments, territories that have
been declared disaster areas by the President.

Eligible jurisdictions may use CDBG funds to satisfy
the non-Federal cost sharing requirements of other
Federal disaster recovery programs.
