 when the study is scheduled to begin in early October. 

In addition, the Paradise Irrigation District, supported by the Governor’s Office of Emergency 
Services (Cal OES), will detail the headway it has made toward restoring your water system 

based upon on-going testing of the main distribution system and the numerous parcels where 
water advisories have been and continue to be lifted.   

PID officials will also describe the next steps as we get closer to full recovery 
 and will be available to answer questions following the meeting.
